DIRECTIONS to Old Sturbridge Village: Old Sturbridge Village is located in the town of Sturbridge,
MA, near the intersection of Route 90 (the Massachusetts Turnpike) and Route 84. Make your way
to Route 90/Mass Pike and take Sturbridge exit 9, which will be marked for Old Sturbridge Village
with the brown signs used to indicate historic sites and parks. After paying your toll, take the first
right onto Route 20 west and follow the signs. You will need to take the jug-handle on the right to
make the left turn into the Village. Ample parking is available in the Village lot. From the parking
lot, follow the path past the Tavern and Bookstore (on the left) and the Visitors Center (on the
right) to the Fuller Conference Center (just past the Visitors Center, on the right).
